Work — now and in history

Slavery is not a new thing — and it is not something which died out one hundred years ago.

The idea of forced labour: people with power use other people to do their work. The people

in charge make a profit from the work of the others. From this profit, they pay very little or

nothing to the workers.

Many of the products we see around us in the shops are made by people who are paid very

little. Tea and coffee are harvested in fields far away. Clothes are made in factories far away.

The cost of labour in far away places is minimal.
